e Dry beans (not cooked or canned)
e C(lear carbonated soda
e A glass jar or cup

Fill a glass jar with the clear, carbonated soda. Repeat a spell, such as Tarantallegra
(“ta-RON-ta-LEG-gra”). Add a handful of dry beans to the jar of soda. Children wave their
wands around the jar as the magic beans dance.

Fold the large construction paper as shown in the photos. Secure with tape or glue. Add shapes.
